This Sunday Times/ Behaviour & Attitudes (B&A) poll was conducted 5" - 17t January 23.

The background to the poll (conducted before the Dail returned), was quite hectic to say the least, with high levels of
homelessness and numbers of patients on hospital trolleys. People were also waking up to a Christmas spending ‘hangover’
after a bumper Christmas spend, especially on food. Energy bills continued to bite, while food prices accelerated. And if that
wasn’t enough, the cost of our precious pint increased.

Despite these woes, the economy continues to perform, with almost full employment, and the Government harnessing a bumper
€5 billion tax surplus. Certainly, people are concerned about what the rest of 2023 will bring and confidence needs to be built
and supported as we face into strong head winds.

Throughout this period, there have been some protests against refugees, with some elements attempting to hijacking these to
promote their message of anti-refuge sentiment. In a time where it is becoming increasingly difficult to make ends meet, will
these protests the question is will they gain traction?

In political circles, Fine Gael TD Neale Richmond was appointed the new Minister of State in the Department of Enterprise
following Damien English's resignation. Minister Donohoe’s failure to declare a donation was at the centre of a complaint to the
Standards in Public Office Commission. And Sinn Féin cited Covid and staff working remotely as the reason for their initial failure
to declare a €7,000 election expense on time when submitting returns to Sipo.

The Northern Ireland all-party talks ended up being only some parties talking - not the best start to the year.

Overall, it appears to be a feisty January, could this be the mood music for the rest of the year?

Government and Leader Satisfaction Levels

As the Dail returns, the current Government satisfaction remains at 41%.

Half (51%) are dissatisfied with the current Government (similar to December). Satisfaction levels with the Government
remains higher amongst older (55+) voters.

Micheal Martin’s satisfaction rating recovers by three percentage points to 51% (his November level) and he regains the
most popular leader title. Interestingly, both Fianna Fail and Fine Gael voters are equally satisfied with his performance.

Mary Lou McDonald’s satisfaction rating remains high with 47% (down one percentage point) of voters satisfied with her
performance.

Leo Varadkar’s satisfaction level is stable at 41% (down one percentage point).
Eamon Ryan’s satisfaction rating is up two percentage points to 32%.

lvana Bacik’s rating has recovered by three percentage points to 45%.

Party Support Levels

Sinn Féin commands a solid 34% support for the fourth wave in a row and they remain the most popular party.

Fine Gael has taken a hit of four percentage points to 19%, which is not surprising given the recent media scrutiny, with
Fianna Fail most likely benefiting with support levels increasing by four percentage points to 25%.

Meanwhile, Independents’ support levels have reduced by four points to 8%, with smaller parties appearing to benefit.
Labour increased by one percentage point to 4%.

The Green Party remain on 5%.

The Social Democrats and Solidarity/PBP both increased by one percentage point each and have 2% support levels.

Overall the total Government support is maintained, albeit with shifting support. Undoubtedly Fine Gael will be hoping to
get back to the core business of the day sooner rather than later. As we enter 2023, Sinn Féin have picked up where they
left off, maintaining their solid level of support - it really is a very consistent picture for them.
