e The question asked was “What have you come across in what the Government has said or done recently, that has made you think the country is going in the
right or wrong direction?”

e The data was collected using Omnipoll, Ipsos’ telephone omnibus survey which interviews a fresh, nationally representative sample of 1,000 adults aged 15+
every two weeks. The sample used is RDD (random digit dialling) and includes both mobile and landline phone numbers. At analysis stage, the data is weighted
in line with the known profile of the population according to the latest CSO estimates.

e Note that the results presented here exclude those who said ‘don’t know/nothing/no opinion’ to the question.
